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The Department of Chemistry in the University of Delhi is one of the largest chemistry departments in the country. It has around 350 postgraduate students and nearly 100 MPhil and PhD students. The department has 50 faculty positions and has been recognized by the University Grants Commission, New Delhi as the Centre for Advanced Study in Chemistry. The department imparts teaching in many frontier areas of chemistry and publishes on an average about seventy research papers every year. 

Teaching and Research Activities 

Every year, the department admits 180 students for M.Sc. in first year and specialization is offered in organic, physical and inorganic chemistry in second year. The Course content of M. Sc. in Chemistry has been extensively revised during this period. Recently, up gradation of the entire M. Sc. Syllabus has been done and we hope to implement the revised syllabus in the next session. MSc. entrance examination has also been introduced since 2000. 

The faculty members are actively engaged in various areas of research such as natural products chemistry, biotransformations & biocatalysis & chemical model, synthesis of biologically active compounds, nucleic acid research, nano-technology, drug and gene delivery, photophysics & spectroscopy, metal complexes and related studies and conducting and biocompatible polymers.
