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Brief Outline of the Department 
Institute of Chemical Technology, University of Mumbai (UICT, formerly known as UDCT) has maintained the highest academic parameters of attainments because of the dedicated and sustained efforts of the faculty and the enthusiastic hard work of the students ever since its inception, Path-breaking ideas and concepts have emerged over the years. A unique feature of the UICT has been the symbiosis of academic excellence and industrial relevance. A recent report of All India Council of Technical Education (AICTE) has rated UDCT postgraduate education as the best in the country including all the branches of Engineering and Technology. Further, it is also rated as comparable to the best anywhere in the world. 

Teaching & Research Activities 

The Chemical Engineering Division of UICT caters to undergraduate as well as postgraduate education (Masters and Ph. D. level). The thrust areas of research are multiphase reactors, multiphase reactions and separation processes. More than 120 research students carry out research work in the Division. The research work is published in International Journals of repute. Over the years a number of patents have been filed / granted. A survey carried out by Professor Y.T. Sommerfield of Georgia Institute of Technology, USA indicates that the UICT occupies pinnacle position in the country with a large margin between it and the second best. AU the courses conducted by the Chemical Engineering Division of UICT have been given ‘Grade A’ by the National Accreditation Committee. The DST - FIST review committee has graded the progress of the Chemical Engineering Department as; “excellent”.
