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Brief Outline of the Department

The department intends to scale new heights in analytical and experimental work in the area of earthquake engineering. The immediate research plans include the experimental study on the behaviour of structural systems (such as multi-storey frames) under cyclic and seismic loading by conducting quasi-static and pseudo-dynamic tests. Seismic behaviour of reinforced concrete frames, concrete filled tubes, glass fibre reinforced gypsum wall panels and glued FRP laminated structures will also be studied. These tests require a suite of actuators procured under FIST 2000 


Teaching & Research Activities 


The department is actively pursuing research in several areas of Civil Engineering such as composites, advanced construction materials and techniques, dynamics of structures, soil-structure interaction analysis and earthquake engineering. The Civil Engineering Department of IIT Madras is actively engaged in analytical and experimental research in the area of earthquake engineering and high performance civil engineering materials. It has made significant contributions towards improving the seismic performance in the areas of Structural and Geotechnical Engineering.
