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Brief Outline of the Department


The Department of Metallurgical Engineering at IIT Madras is established 1964 and renamed as the Department of Metallurgical and Materials Engineering in 2003. Currently there are 22 regular faculty in the department. The Department offers B.Tech, 5-year Dual Degree, M.Tech, M.S. and Ph.D. programs and has a total of around 400 students currently enrolled for the above programs.


Teaching and Research Activities


The Department is involved in teaching and research activities on the various aspects of materials development, synthesis, characterization and testing. The research thrust (apart from conventional materials like steels, superalloys) is currently focused on novel materials like bio-materials, smart materials and nano-materials. 


Facilities created


A High Resolution Environmental Scanning Electron Microscope (Model Quanta 200, manufactured by FEI Europe) with attachments of Energy Dispersive X-ray analysis and Electron Back Scatter Diffraction (manufactured by EDAX TSL USA) has been set up. 
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
