The department was established in 1982 and it offers B.Tech with honors in Computer Science and Engineering, M.Tech. in Computer and Information Technology, MS and PhD. Around 60 B.Techs, 30 M.Techs students pass out from the department each year. The department currently has 24 faculty members.
