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Brief Outline of Department

Established in 1933 by the Nobel Laureate C.V. Raman, the Department of 
Physics soon evolved into the leading centre in the country for advanced 
postgraduate education and cutting-edge research in physics. The largest 
number of Ph.D.s in physics in India -- 110 since 1998 -- come from this 
department. The department currently has about 25 faculty members and 150 
research students.

Teaching & Research Activities
The department has three major programs: (1) Integrated Ph.D. (2) Regular 
Ph.D. (3) Joint Astronomy Program. It offers 20 core courses and 12 
advanced elective courses. Research in the department ranges across the 
most challenging problems in condensed-matter and materials science, 
nanoscience and nanotechnology, astronomy and astrophysics, atomic, 
molecular and optical physics, the physics of biological systems, and the 
computational physics of complex systems.
