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Brief Outline of the Department 

Department of Genetics, established in 1984, is a constituent Department of Faculty of Interdisciplinary and Applied Sciences of Delhi University and is located at the South Campus. The academic programmes consist of M.Sc. (Genetics), M.Phil (Biotechnology), and Ph.D. (Genetics). The Department has five faculty members. 

Teaching & Research Activities 

Department offers a 2-year M.Sc programme in Genetics. Five students under this programme are selected through a national level entrance test (written + interview). Department also offers M. PhiI programme in Biotechnology of one year duration. This programme is run jointly with Departments of Biochemistry, Biophysics and Microbiology. Candidates are selected through an open interview. Research activities broadly in areas of Microbial Genetics, Plant Genetics, Molecular Breeding, Human Genetics and Biotechnology are pursued by the faculty members of the Department. Each faculty member receives financial support from national agencies, international collaborations, and industry.
