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The Department of Physics was established in the year 1950 and has witnessed phenomenal growth, particularly during 1970-90. The department is a major centre for teaching and research in this area on the country and has attracted funding from UGC, DAE, DRDO, DST, CSIR and other funding agencies. Designing, fabricating and commissioning instruments for research was an important part of research during the growth phase. With the additional funding from UGC & DST Govt. of India, The department is poised to take a quantum jump in terms of the quality of trained manpower and research output. 

Teaching & Research Activities 

The Department of Physics, University of Pune is engaged in teaching in physics and research in the field of Condensed Matter Physics, Materials Science, Surface physics, Biophysics, Nuclear and Accelerator Physics, Chemical Physics, Nonlinear Dynamics, Automic & Molecular Physics and Quantum Information. Every year 96 students are admitted to the M. Sc. programme through the nationally conducted entrance test. About 10 Ph.Ds are produced every year. The department has individual collaborations with Scientists in the National Laboratories and Universities abroad. The department has published nearly 117 research papers in the internationally reputed journals during the past two years. 

Facilities Created 

The major facilities created under the FIST support are SEM, SPM, V-VIS Spectrophotometer and FTIR Spectrophotometer.
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
